Basic operations
To power the TV Box On/Off and put it to sleep, do the following:

1. Connect the box to the TV using the HD cable, connect the power adapter,
connect the mouse, air mouse, or other input devices with a USB port

2. The power LED will turn blue when you connect the devices and cable.
3. The power LED will turn off when you disconnect the devices and cable.
4. The box will go to sleep mode when you press the power button on the

remote.
5. The box will wake up from sleep mode by pressing the power button on the

remote.

To switch between the applications, click My Apps to view recently used apps.
Navigate to the app icon you want and click on it.



The external storage data
To read data from the flash drive or external HDD, plug it into the USB port

while the TV box is powered on, and the USB icon will appear in the top left corner.
Open FileBrowser and the identified USB(A:) will appear under Local Disk. You can
now read all data that is on the external drive.

To read data from the TF/MicroSD card, put it into the card slot while the TV
box is powered on, and the card icon will appear in the top left corner. Open
FileBrowser and the identified External Storage Card will appear under Local Disk.
You can now read all data that is on the TF/MicroSD card.



Setting up the internet connection
To set up the WiFi connection, go to Settings -> Network and Select Wi-Fi to

open the wireless settings. From there, choose a hotspot, enter the password if
necessary and connect to the network.

To set up the Ethernet connection, go to Settings -> Network and select
Ethernet to open the LAN settings. Then plug the LAN cable and it will automatically
connect to the network.



To set up the WLAN hotspot, go to Settings -> Other -> More Settings ->
Portable hotspot -> Portable Wi-Fi hotspot. Then set up Network SSID, Security, and
Password parameters.

Reflashing the TV Box
1) Uncompress the downloaded firmware (ROM) to the root of the SD card or

flash drive (remember to format it first).
2) Insert the drive into the TV box while it’s powered off and with no external

USB storage attached.
3) Use the toothpick and insert it into the AV port, press and hold the hidden

button while powering it on. Do not release until you see the Logo.
4) The update will run automatically. When it’s done, choose Reboot.
5) When the system reboots, first check that the WiFi is working by opening

Settings -> Wi-Fi. Turn on the WiFi if it’s off and it should be able to connect to
the internet.
